REGULAR SESSION 

Opening and Call to Order at 4:32 PM by Chairman Thornburg; he welcomed the liaisons from the Board of 

Selectmen and the Board of Finance, Al Goldberg and Jim Matteson.   

 

Chairman Thornburg said he is pleased to have Capt. Jon Pardo available to provide us with the Chief’s report.  

Commissioner Cartledge is at the PCA annual dinner; Chief Drumm is at the Forensics Institute in West Haven 

as a guest of Dr. Henry Lee to meet the police director for China.   

 

CHIEF’S REPORT 

 Budget / Financial Report 

Capt. Pardo declined to comment on the budget due to his unfamiliarity with the status reports.  Chairman 

Thornburg noted we are getting close to the three-quarter mark in the fiscal year. 

 

 Activity / Statistics 

Capt. Pardo reported the activity for the month of November to the Board on behalf of the Chief. 

 

Statistics:  False Alarms 140 of which 77 were  Burglar, 26 were 911 hang-ups; 54 Suspicious Vehicles; 8 

Suspicious Persons; 107  Criminal Investigations; 35 resulting in in-custody arrests; 3 Involuntary Committals; 

36 Animal Nuisance complaints; 4 Juvenile , 0 Juvenile Alcohol/narcotics-related; 19 Fingerprint requests; 116 

R-1 First Responder calls.  Total calls for service for the month of November 1234 or 41/day, including motor 

vehicle-related statistics. 

 

 Training:   Capt. Pardo highlighted the monthly report. 

A number of classes were cancelled by the instructor; mid-management training was scheduled due to manpower 

issues.  He explained roll call training; it is a review of department policies wherein officers read the policy and 

sign attesting to that activity. 

 

He explained the particulars of recertification training during which an officer attends POST recert training 

monthly.  Electives can be done in-house.  Commissioner Kritzman asked if there are outside sources available for 

training; Capt. Pardo said he has cooperative arrangements with other departments to send officers to their 

particular departments on an availability basis and vice versa.   Commissioner Kritzman asked about commercial 

training; Capt. Pardo said that is available but costly.  He does the training in-house by switching shifts to 

accommodate scheduling.
